Conclusion :

After reaching the end of this research on the topic (the role of Iraqi
families in the flourishing of the scientific movement in Egypt during
the eighth century AH), we draw a set of results:

1- The clear integration of Muslims into their one society away from
national backgrounds; this was evident through the figures discussed in
this research who represented Islam without taking into account the
nationality to which these figures belong.
2- Muslims remained committed to the idea of one state and were not
affected by the political events that have passed over them, so we see
them moving between cities and cities in order to seek and collect the
flag, and many of them had trips to seek the flag between Egypt, the Levant
and the Hejaz.
3- The important role played by Egyptian cities such as Cairo and
Alexandria in attracting scientists and science students to these cities,
who were based in these cities by establishing a family in them.
4- Religious sciences received the greatest attention through the
manifestations of scientific activity in those families, and perhaps this
was the characteristic of the era, as modern science was at the forefront
of those sciences as it passed us.
5- Women enjoyed a prestigious position and had a role in this scientific
movement, as many science students used to take about those women
who appeared in various fields of sharia sciences.
