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4.The study clarified the ruling on the washing of the head by
janabah and that it is based on the Trinity for the correctness of
what was reported about him (may Allah's peace and blessings
be upon him) and his companion and peace be upon him.

5.The study showed the rule of the usual menstruating woman,
who is not young or who does not distinguish her usual days,
and explained the difference between menstruation and
menstruation.
