Conclusion:

Secondary education in Adhamiya witnessed a great development
during the royal era, and the Iraqi government showed great interest in
it based on its need for a type of education compatible with the new
stage, especially after the increase in the number of students and their
need to open new schools after their success from the previous stages.
Secondary education is of great importance, because It is a link
between the primary stage and the higher education stage.

The specialized committees in education formed by the Iraqi
government had a major role in organizing the work of educational
institutions and approving curricula and textbooks, which clearly
contributed to the success of educational science. One of the
manifestations of development was the increase in the number of
educational institutions of various types and degrees, which expressed
the Iraqi society's need for education.

Increasing community awareness of the importance of women and
their education, especially since the development included women’s
educational staff and the number of primary and intermediate schools
for girls increased despite the lack of secondary schools for girls.
However, the government sought to establish and open other high
schools, especially for girls, to increase girls’ demand for education,
including Al-Adhamiya High School and Al-Hariri High School for
Girls.
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Al-Adhamiya High School and Baghdad College High School for
Boys were known for their distinguished career cadres, especially since
most of their teachers were graduates of Arab and European
universities.

The interest in secondary education and its development has led to an
increase in the number of educated and intellectuals in society in
general and in Adhamiya in particular, and has contributed to the
formation of a conscious, educated class of the sons of Adhamiya who
have taken responsibility for the intellectual renaissance by raising
political and national awareness and assuming responsibilities for the
civilizational development of Iragi society in a proportional manner.
and modern requirements.

Recommendations:

The researcher recommends the necessity of conducting academic
studies on the secondary schools, especially since these schools
graduated many media and prominent personalities who have become
enjoying an influential role in Iraqgi society.

The government should pay attention to the need to introduce modern
technologies in archiving Iraqi secondary schools for fear of losing
important documents in order to preserve the rights of students.
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
