In most cases, they are short
phrases that indicate precise meanings, and the bulk of the information
provided about translations is dominated by Ibn Al-Jazari’s personal
opinions, especially from his sheikhs and companions whom he saw,
contacted, heard about and wrote about them, thus creating an idea about
them, their scientific status, the degree of their culture and their trust in this
Attributes, and referred to the status and position of translators among the
public and private at the country level with expressions that made it clear
from them, and if there is otherwise, then he refers to it and this is part of his
approach that he followed, influenced by his predecessors of historians or
others, and he was much praised, praised and evaluated by the translator. In
brief terms indicative of that, and very keen and fond of mentioning the
translator’s handwriting, quality and mastery, he refers to it whenever he
finds it necessary or obtains information about it. Which he wrote in his
translator’s handwriting, by presenting a kind of privacy to the position of
his translator, which he showed him on, including the leadership and
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superiority in science. As for the sciences, Ibn Al-Jazari had to stop at his
translators to show the ingenuity of each one of them, giving him privacy in
this field, and he referred to the position of his translator in A city and
another he did not specify, and he touched on the status of his scientific
translator at all levels, using words and phrases indicative of that.
