2- Ancient scholars agreed, and modern scholars concur, that the active
participle and passive participle were originally used to indicate occurrence,
but they appear infrequently in the poetry of the Apollo group to express
this meaning, and the meaning of permanence has become more common.
3- Morphologists agree that when an adjective is used to indicate an event, it
is converted into the form of an active participle or passive participle, but in
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the poetry of the Apollo group, it indicated the event without changing its
form.

4- The aesthetic and artistic value of the poetic text lies in those contexts
that expressed their meaning in different forms.

5- Most poetic texts speak of the poet's feelings and his beloved in a
romantic vein, and for this reason, the active participle or passive participle
indicates permanence.

6- The active participle appears relatively more frequently in poetic texts
than other derivatives.

7- The nouns of time and place are the least common in the poetic texts
studied.

8- Some of the derivatives have the same meaning.

9- The meanings of some derivatives vary according to the views of
linguists.

10- Context plays an important role in determining the meaning of
derivatives in poetic texts.
