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The phenomenon of embedding is considered one of the most important
topics that were addressed by many scholars and authors in terms of
research and scrutiny. Therefore, many books and researches which
studied this phenomenon considered it as the most prominent and original
grammatical and rhetorical topics, through which they were able to
interpret and explain many of the rules of the Arabic language which were
considered out of the ordinary. However, this led to unjustified and
guestionable interpretation of the Holy Quran.

This research studied and discussed the Inclusion in terms of the
language and summarised the benefits of Inclusion. The grammatical
Inclusion was discussed Inclusion the opinions of scholars on the
phenomenon of Inclusion , as well as the presentationand explanation of
some of the selected evidence on the subject. Additionally, the rhetorical
inclusion was addressed in this study showing the prominent views of the
scholars. Furthermore, selected evidences were presented and directed
according to the rhetoric of the Holy Quran.

It had a place in the books of grammar in terms of composition
and pronunciation, as well as a place in the books of rhetoric in terms of
the meaning.

2- The Inclusion was a subject of controversy among grammar scholars,
as there are those who used it as a means to solve some grammatical
problems, while others went to emphasize its denial, restricting its
existence. As for the scholars of rhetoric, they unanimously agreed on its
existence and its analogy.

3- The Inclusion is considered one of the parts used to expandthe
meaning. The scholars have adopted it in highlighting the features of the
Arabic language and its accuracy in expression. It is also considered as
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one of the parts of grammatical reasoning, which grammarians have
resorted to explainmany grammatical issues.

4- It became evident through the grammatical and rhetorical evidence that
scholars subjected to the implication, that they intended to solve a
problem. In adopting it in the translation and interpretation of the Noble
Qur’an is a distortion of the Qur’an in terms of the meaning of the word,
the significance of the structures and their interpretation.

5- The Inclusion is not considered originally a form of rhetoric in the
Holy Qur’an. Because the implication is based on the synonyms between
the words, while the rhetoric of the Qur’an is based on knowing the
differences between them.

6- Saying that the Inclusion of the verb is the meaning of another verb,
and the last verb has abandoned its meaning and act as the substituted
verb is incorrect matter. Because the verb therefore loses its original
connotation.
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
