transformations at the end of their lives. In addition, how the Rightly Guided
Caliphs decided the fate of the Caliphate of Muslims after the end of the
term of each caliph. He entrusted the mandate of the Muslims with the
delegate for fear of sedition after him, and among them were those who
chose a consultative council to choose the Caliph, and among them were
those who contented themselves with praying that God would unite them
and not separate them. Some of them left them as he left them, peace and
blessings be upon him, in the hope that he would unite them on their
goodness.

Their preoccupation was when the presence of their end, it is the
nation of the Messenger, may God bless him and grant him
peace, who governs you.

B- We find that the first of Al rightly guided“Abu Baker Al-
Siddeeq”, may God be pleased with him, when his death
approached, took a decisive decision and action when he was
dying, in which he outlined the future of the rule of rightly
guided in appointing the Caliph Omar Ibn Al-Khattab, may God
be pleased with him, to rule after him. It is more like an
appointment. This procedure that the Caliph Abu Bakr Al-
Siddeeq, may God be pleased with him, took in appointing Omar,
may God be pleased with him, is a new procedure because the
Prophet, may God’s prayers and peace be upon him, did not
appoint anyone, but rather left the matter to Muslims to elect
their leader.

C- As for the end of the era of the second Caliph Omar Ibn Al-
Khattab, may God be pleased with him, we note that the political
reality imposed an emergency order on the future of the Rightly-
Guided Caliphate after he was stabbed and assassinated. When he
is dying, we find that he has entrusted the matter to the six people
to choose a successor from among them.

D- As for the difficult political reality that came at the end of the
rule of the third Caliph, Uthman bin Affan, may God be pleased
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with him, when he was dying, because he had fallen victim to a
great political strife with which they wanted to end the unity of
Muslims and the Rightly-Guided Caliphate. It is a prayer that
God unites the nation of Muhammad and does not divide it, and
does not appoint anyone after him.

E- As for the fourth Caliph, Ali bin Abi Talib, may God be
pleased with him, we find that he was also a victim of the
aggression of Al Khowarij, so his political words and actions
were to abandon the matter of ruling Muslims as their Prophet,
may God bless him and grant him peace, left them, in the hope
that God will unite them on their goodness. Even after he was
asked to appoint Al-Hassan, he refused that. He said: ‘If I left
them, then someone who is better than me left them, and if | was
appointed as successor, then he was appointed a successor, and
he is better than me, and they are more aware of their matter, so
he prayed to God to unite them on their goodness, may God be
pleased with them all.
